Can I clear my path or pavement outside my house? 

Being a good neighbour and clearing paths of ice and snow is the kind of 

practical step that most of us can take during cold weather. In fact, a help-

ing hand with this can make all the difference for people who may be un-

able to clear their own paths, or who need to use local paths to access ser-

vices. 

It's much easier to clear fresh snow, so make a start before people squash it 

down if you can. 

Advice is also given on how to do the job and how to do it safely so there is 
no reason why able bodied residents should not help others if they follow 
the advice given. 

Crime Prevention 
Mosshead has a good record as being a low crime area but we have to re-
main vigilant here are a few ideas from a Crime Prevention website. 
¶ Presents look nice under the Christmas tree – but can also entice burglars 
¶ Don’t open your door to unexpected callers – check their identity first using a 

door viewer or a door chain 
¶ Keep sheds and garages locked at all times and keep bicycles and tools locked 

away out of sight 
¶ Always park in a well-lit open area and put parcels in the boot of your car 
¶ If you are going away cancel milk and papers and leave a radio on a timer 
¶ Be wary of bogus tradesmen, especially if they imply work is urgent and want 

payment for materials in advance
